Ladies and Gentlemen, Dear Colleagues,

International student mobility is at the heart of the development of European education policies. Creating an

integrated European higher education system implies harmonizing the training courses of the different countries

in order to encourage student mobility, develop scientific exchanges and facilitate the mutual recognition of

diplomas. This is a challenge because the European higher education system is, for historical reasons, very

fragmented. For example, there are more than 1000 different titles for researchers in Europe, while there are less

than 10 in North America. 

As part of this European harmonization, France has adopted the LMD (Licence-Master-Doctorat) reform and the

introduction of the ECTS (European Credit Transfer System) for the transfer and accumulation of international

training credits. Moreover, it encourages its higher education institutions to develop international partnerships

(degrees in international partnership, exchanges of professors, etc). UT1 is fully involved in this approach of opening,

compatibility and international development. It aims at multiplying the opportunities for the students to do a part

of their studies abroad because it is a real gas pedal for their future career and their professional insertion. 

UT1 has thus obtained the label "Welcome to France", which indicates the quality of the university services of

reception and integration of foreign students. It also strives every year to send UT1 students on mobility. After a low

period due to the pandemic, the mobility of UT1 students has rebounded to reach this year the 500 mark. SCREI is

proud to accompany these UT1 students who are ambitious and dynamic enough to take up the challenge of

mobility. It will change their lives for the better as the testimonies in this issue of International Voices show.
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The event was an opportunity for incoming and outgoing students to meet each other.

International students shared a joyful moment with French students and staff, by sharing their

international experience, introducing their culture, practicing languages, and meeting local students.

The future outgoing students were able to experience their first intercultural contacts and prepare

their mobility by chatting with native speakers.
